WHAT HAPPENS WHEN I CALL?

First, you’ll hear an automated message: 
“Hi! Welcome to Kids Help Phone.” 
Then, you can choose to speak with a 
counsellor in either English or French. 

Next comes a message about prank 
calls. We need to keep the lines free  
for young people who need to connect 
with us. 

Once you get through, a counsellor will 
ask how they can help you. It’s OK if 
you don’t know what to say. You get to 
decide what you want to share.

COMMON QUESTIONS

“If I call, will the number show up on  
my phone bill?” 

It depends. If you call from a cellphone, 
the number may show up on your bill, 
but it won’t if you call us from a landline. 

“Does it cost me minutes to call from 
my cellphone?” 

Your call may use up cellphone minutes 
— it depends on your service provider. 

“My problem’s not that huge. Should I 
just keep it to myself?”
